RELEASE OF LIABILITY

would limit or affect their safe participation. The participant voluntarily assumes all risks arising 

from their participation in dance instruction and hereby releases and waives all claims against 

Sovereign Ballet, any instructor contracted by Sovereign Ballet to provide dance instruction, and 

any and all other participants in the class for any damages arising out of instruction, 

demonstrations, or performances. Furthermore, the participant agrees to hold harmless and 

indemnify Sovereign Ballet, any instructor contracted by Sovereign Ballet to provide dance 

instruction, and any and all other participants in the class from any loss, cost, expense, damage, 

or injury arising from their participation in dance instruction, demonstrations, or performances.
